Christian Service University College began as a merger of two visions in January 1974. A group

of Ghanaian Christians had a vision of an interdenominational, evangelical institution of a high

academic standard, which would train men and women for all types of Christian Ministry. The
second group comprised expatriate missionaries who had a vision of an institution to train
workers from the well-established church in southern Ghana for a thrust into northern Ghana and
neighbouring countries where the church was relatively very small. So, the two visions merged.
In October 1974, the first residential classes started with four students and the College grew from
strength to strength and has now become an Evangelical Christian University College (CSUC
Students’ Handbook 2011). The University College has four departments — Business Studies,
Theology, Computer Science, and Communication Studies. CSUC’s vision is to be an
