State and
explain four of such differences. (20 Marks)

4. Online content is packaged for both human audience and Al audience, which includes
search engines. However, the Al search engines that facilitate easy identification of
your website or news article are mostly neglected in web content structure. Outline
and explain three ways to factor Al search engines into your content structure.
